Educational Goals

Nagano Nihon University Schools emphasizes a holistic human development; our program helps
young children and students (hereafter referred to as “learners”) learn to think and act independently
and autonomously in collaboration with others, thereby acquiring the skills to become lifelong learners.

Philosophy

Nagano Nihon University Schools (hereinafter referred to as “Nagano Nichidai”) aims to nurture

four key abilities. The ability to:

1. foster compassionate people

2. develop independent and autonomous attitudes

3. support social contribution through collaboration with others
4. nurture life-long learning

To develop learners with these abilities, we emphasize the acquisition and development of inquiring
minds, international understanding, balanced physical and mental development, and analytical
thinking. Learners acquire and develop these skills through language acquisition. Language is central
to all thinking, and as a school we place great emphasis on learners developing their language and
critical thinking skills. In order to achieve these goals, we wanted to introduce an educational program
of international standards and decided to add the International Baccalaureate (IB) educational
program to Nagano Nichidai's education. The IB's philosophy and aspirations for learners are
consistent with our school's educational policy.

We
are not only pursuing an ideal educational program for our learners, but also aspire to collaborate with
other schools around the world to share information and learn from each other.
